St. Timothy Youth Choir Tour Rules and Regulations

Participation with the St. Timothy United Methodist Church Youth Choir

 is a privilege for those who have worked hard all year long.  We trust that all persons on tour (both youth and counselors) will be reflections of Jesus Christ.  To ensure a successful trip, everyone must be respectful of each other, be responsible in their actions, and behave with maturity at all times.  Failure to do so will result in that person being immediately sent home at their parent’s expense. 
Tour Book and Schedule

The combination of a tight schedule and over 50 people make promptness a vital

ingredient of the Choir Tour; therefore everyone must be prompt for all events and sessions.  The Tour books will be needed each day to stay on schedule and to determine what to wear; everyone must keep their book accessible.
Cleanliness

We will leave every place cleaner than we found it (whether it is an amusement park, gas station restroom, or a church’s sanctuary).  Clean up is everyone’s responsibility.  If you do not do it voluntarily, you get to do it for everyone.  We will especially be respectful of our host churches and their facilities.  There will be no snooping, borrowing, or meddling of their property.
Accountability and Checking In
Youth must report to their choir parent: prior to getting on the bus, after every stop, and before leaving each church and attraction.  Failure to do so will delay our trip, and you will end up holding a counselor’s hand for the remainder of the trip. No one is to EVER go ANYWHERE alone.  Each youth must always be with at least one other person.  This includes rest areas, bathroom breaks on the road, amusement parks, restaurants, etc.  This is for your safety.  Disregarding the "BUDDY SYSTEM” will result in a permanent COUNSELOR BUDDY! 

Rated G Behavior

Youth are to stay out of the rooms of other youth of the opposite sex unless a  

Counselor is in the room (and AWAKE!).  After time for lights out, you MUST stay INSIDE your own room.  If you wish to sleep in a room other than the one assigned to you, you must first get permission from your counselor. 


Behavior must be rated G at all times.  This includes no blanket sharing, lying down together when sleeping, etc. Also, no laying, of any kind, on a person of the opposite sex while riding on the bus. If you are confused about this rule, see your choir parent, or Candy or Chad.
