Last month we had our keyless entry system 

expanded to include the Welcome Center and 

Children Building entrances. This system has 

served us for 6 years at the REC and keypads 

are now located at all three main entrances. It 

is computer driven and coordinated through 

the internet with time sensitive use of five digit 

code numbers. The primary purpose of this system is to assure that the 

people entering our facilities are known and the use is appropriate. This 

is primarily for times outside normal operating hours which are from 

8:30 AM to 4:30 PM Monday thru Thursday or noon on Friday, as well 

as Wednesday and Sunday Worship. For church-wide special events the 

Welcome Center access code will be 00700 and REC code 00615. Those 

are our physical street numbers which should ease our ability to recall 

these code numbers. The next church-wide event will be an Ice Cream 

fellowship on June 6th. Groups that are scheduled for access after normal 

hours will be contacted about establishing code numbers for their group. 

I hope this will not only better protect our members and guests, but also 

make use of our facilities easier and more convenient for everyone.
